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Are the concepts of national character still important?
The reading ‘Letters from an American Farmer’ described the heavenly portrait of an unstained country so many years ago.  It was at that time that a person and his culture could be accurately prejudged by their national.  Pardon cliché, but in this ‘globalized’ society, the lines from one national character to the next seem to be progressively blurring.
